How OnWIN Is Set Up

The user clicks on one of the three main information categories and then on a subcategory
that logically includes the information needed. And it's possible to go from one category to
another without having to go back to the start page.

The main categories consist of the following: 1. Career Planning, 2. Employment, 3. Learning
In addition, a special category addresses information needs that are specific to certain users: women,
youth, aboriginal peoples, new Canadians, visible minorities, employers, older workers, career

practitioners, persons with disabilities, recent graduates, parents, students and self employed
workers.

* e.g.: Ontario Youth Apprenticeship Program (OYAP)
